Our entire Conference is entering into a Prayer Initiative 
on August 15 (first day of school) to pray for a student or 
educator (Faculty and staff) by name. Notes of 
encouragement can be sent to the child and/or educator 
to let them know that someone is praying for them by 
name. How many children need to know there are adults 
who care enough about them to pray for them each day. 
Sometimes a church connection is the only constant in a life 
that is constantly in transition.
